GCIM continues to impact China through our
online resource website: flpchinese.com. In
2022 we added eight new book translations.
Even though China has become increasingly
restrictive of the Gospel, we saw a 3852%
increase in our downloads in 2022!

New titles by Brother Hagin included: What
to Do When Faith Seems Weak and Victory
Lost, Exceedingly Growing Faith, A Common
Sense Guide to Fasting, The Three-fold Nature
of Man, Love Never Fails, The Bible Way to
Receive the Holy Spirit, Redeemed from Pov-
erty, Sickness and Spiritual Death, and Words.

We have also added some of Brother Hagin’s
video teachings with Chinese voice-over
including Incline Thine Ear, Faith in the Name
of Jesus, Relying on the Name of Jesus, and
The Most Important Things You Should Know
about Divine Healing.
